	15 oz Old El Paso Refried Beans ®, Traditional
	15 oz Tostitos Chunky Salsa ®, Mild

	15 oz Tostitos Salsa Con Carne ®, Medium
	4 oz Old El Paso Whole Chiles ®

	1 Package Old El Paso Taco Seasoning Mix ®, Original
	1-1 ½ lbs ground beef (85/15 fat content)

	5 or 6 jalapeño peppers
	Tortilla chips


Brown ground beef until done, do not drain.  Add taco seasoning mix but reduce water called for on the packet by a little bit to account for the grease in the pan.  Simmer until water is about gone.  You can slice the jalapeños while this is cooking.
Chop chilies and add to ground beef mixture.  Also add refried beans.  Simmer a little longer until everything is hot.

Spray 9x13 baking dish with cooking spray and dump ground beef mixture into pan.  Dump salsa on top and spread evenly.  Dump salsa con carne on top of this and spread evenly.  Place jalapeño peppers evenly across top of entire dish.

Place pan in 325 degree oven and heat for about 30-40 minutes until hot.

Serve with tortilla chips and enjoy!
